Kneesock or leg of a pair of tights

Cotton balls or rice

Rubberband

Floral wire or twine

Scissors or craft knife

Permanent markers

Create the head of the octopus by putting your chosen 

filler into the toe part of your sock. Squeeze it up from the 

bottom to form the "head." Use your choice of tie to tightly 

secure the filling in the head. Make sure it's nice and tight! 

Using scissors or a craft knife, cut the leg part of the sock 

into - you guessed it - 8 strips! Use markers to decorate 

your new friend!
